Pope St. Pius V established this feast in 1573. The

purpose was to thank God for the victory of Christians
over the Turks at Lepanto—a victory attributed to the
praying of the rosary. Clement XI extended the feast to the
universal Church in 1716.
The development of the rosary has a long history. First, a
practice developed of praying 150 Our
Fathers in imitation of the 150 Psalms.
Then there was a parallel practice of
praying 150 Hail Marys. Soon a mystery of
Jesusd@ife was attached to each Hail Mary.
Though Mary® giving the rosary to St.
Dominic is recognized as unhistorical, the development of
this prayer form owes much to the followers of St.
Dominic. One of them, Alan de la Roche, was known as
"the apostle of the rosary." He founded the first
Confraternity of the Rosary in the 15th century. In the 16th
century the rosary was developed to its present form—
with the 15 mysteries (joyful, sorrowful and glorious). In
2002, Pope John Paul Il added the Mysteries of Light to
this devotion.

Comment:

The purpose of the rosary is to

help us meditate on the great
mysteries of our salvation. Pius

XII called it a compendium of the

gospel. The main focus is on
Jesus—his birth, life, death and
resurrection. The Our Fathers

remind us that Jesus©Father is

the initiator of salvation. The Hail

Marys remind us to join with

Mary in contemplating these
mysteries. They also make us

aware that Mary was and is
intimately joined with her Son in

all the mysteries of his earthly

and heavenly existence. The

Glory Bes remind us that the
purpose of all life is the glory of the Trinity.
The rosary appeals to many. It is simple. The constant
repetition of words helps create an atmosphere in which to




contemplate the mysteries of God. We sense that Jesus
and Mary are with us in the joys and sorrows of life. We
grow in hope that God will bring us to share in the glory of
Jesus and Mary forever.

Quote:

“[The rosary] sets forth the mystery of Christ in the very
way in which it is seen by St. Paul in the celebrated ‘hymn’
of the Epistle to the Philippians—kenosis [self-emptying],
death and exaltation (2:6-11).... By its nature the recitation
of the rosary calls for a quiet rhythm and a lingering pace,
helping the individual to meditate on the mysteries of the
Lord’s life as grasped by the heart of her who was closer
to the Lord than all others” (Paul VI, Devotion to the
Blessed Virgin Mary, 45, 47).

1. Make the Sign of the Cross and say the "Apostles©
Creed."

2. Say the "Our Father."

3. Say three "Hail Marys."

4. Say the "Glory be to the Father."

5. Announce the First Mystery; then say the "Our
Father."

6. Say ten "Hail Marys," while meditating on the Mystery.

7. Say the "Glory be to the Father."

8. Announce the Second Mystery; then say the "Our
Father." Repeat 6 and 7 and continue with Third,
Fourth and Fifth Mysteries in the same manner.
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After the Rosary:
HAIL, HOLY QUEEN, Mother of Mercy, our life, our
sweetness and our hope! To thee do we cry, poor
banished children of Eve; to thee do we send up our
sighs, mourning and weeping in this valley of tears. Turn
then, most gracious advocate, thine eyes of mercy toward
us, and after this our exile, show unto us the blessed fruit
of thy womb, Jesus. O clement, O loving, O sweet Virgin
Mary!

V. Pray for us, O Holy Mother of God.

R. That we may be made worthy of the promises

of Christ.
Let us pray. O GOD, whose only begotten Son, by His life,
death, and resurrection, has purchased for us the rewards
of eternal life, grant, we beseech Thee, that meditating
upon these mysteries of the Most Holy Rosary of the
Blessed Virgin Mary, we may imitate what they contain
and obtain what they promise, through the same Christ
Our Lord. Amen.
After each decade say the following prayer requested by
the Blessed Virgin Mary at Fatima: "O my Jesus, forgive
us our sins, save us from the fires of hell, lead all souls to

Heaven, especially those who have most need of your
mercy."
